	Archies Bald Portrait Prize 2019

It’s a bit unique – it’s a bit silly – so why not be part of the inaugural portrait and sculptural exhibition at Archies Creek Hall.  Your piece will capture a person bald through chemotherapy, alopecia, shaving, genes, just born or simply a vision of what someone might look like without hair.  Paint, draw, print or sculpt and enter an exhibition that will draw attention to the beauty of the hairless head.

Please note your 2D or 3D piece must be:
· Original – and so can’t be a copy or reproduction of other original works, whether embellished or not
· The focus will be of a person or persons but may include inanimate objects, flora and fauna 
· At least one of the person or persons must have a scalp wholly or partly lacking hair
· Can be of any size however will be subject to hanging space
· Not previously shown in an Archies Bald Portrait Prize (easy for this year!)
· Not a photograph.
· Completely dry at the time of submission and be professionally mounted.  This means if on paper then it must be ready to hang, framed or unframed.  If glass or plexiglass it must be clean and unscratched.  Mats must be clean and smoothly cut.  If works are on canvas they must be either on stretcher frames or adhered to suitable art board, finished edges and with no staples visible.  If framed, frames must be in good condition, free of scratches and loose corners.
· A hanging wire must be firmly attached to the back with D-rings and picture wire attached 1/3 from the top of the frame. String is not acceptable.
· If 3D – whilst some pedestals are available, artists are encouraged to bring their own which are stable.  If over 20kg or cumbersome we ask that artists assist in the display.
· All entries must be clearly labelled on back of each artwork with the following information NAME OF ARTIST, TITLE OF ARTWORK, MEDIUM, PRICE
· Work accepted for the exhibition may not be substituted, nor will any artwork be withdrawn during the Exhibition.

Awards
Three cash awards are given for each category – that is 2D and 3D: 1st Prize is $1000 2nd Prize is $500 and 3rd Prize is $200.  People’s Choice is $50.
	Exhibition
Selected works will be exhibited at Archies Creek Hall from 24th May to 26th May with a launch date of Friday, 24th of May from 6.30-8.30pm which will include the awarding of the prizes at 7.30pm.  Special exhibition preview and morning tea will take place on 23rd May in support of Cancer Council.

As many works as possible will be displayed throughout this exhibition period however displayed works will be at the sole discretion of the curator and subject to hanging space.  Placement and position of art is up to the discretion of the curator. If there are requests and directions, in regard to any piece of art entered, please supply and furnish those requests upon the art submission and delivery.  All entries will be eligible for judging with the exception that Archies Bald Portrait Prize Committee members will only be eligible for consideration for the People’s Choice Prize.  The judge’s decision will be final.
Fees
All exhibitions require a non-refundable entry fee for each submission. $10 per entry up to 1mx1.2m and $15 for larger pieces up to 2.4m high and 3.6m wide.  Artists may submit up to three works.
